A) Park Maintenance: Duties include but not limited to mowing and trimming of 
grass in all city parks; maintenance and upkeep of parks, park equipment, facilities and 
riverbanks.  This position will involve some nights and weekends. 
  Wage:  $ 7.25 - $ 10.85 per hour 
 
 
B)  Summer Recreation Instructor: Summer recreation program instructor for 
the T-ball, pitchball, and pony league programs. 

Certifications: must have current CPR (adult, child infant) and current 1st aid 
  Wage:  $ 7.25 - $ 7.85 per hour 
 
 
C)  Umpire: Umpire Pony league games or Girl’s softball games. 
  Wage: $ 15.00 per game plate umpire 
   $ 10.00 per game base umpire 
 
D)  Pool Positions: 
 a) Pool Manager:  Schedule and supervise pool staff.  Organize and   
  schedule summer swimming lessons.  Maintain daily and seasonal   
  attendance records and concessions.  Keep pool restrooms, dressing rooms 
  and outside area neat and clean.  Lifeguard at pool. 

Certifications:  must have current Water Safety Instructor, lifeguard, CPR (adult,          
child, infant) and 1st aid certificates.   Wage:  $ 8.90 per hour 
b) Assistant Pool Manager:  Assume duties of pool manager when person is 

not on duty.  Work with staff and pool manager in keeping pool area neat 
and clean.  Lifeguard at pool. 

Certifications:  must have current Water Safety Instructor, lifeguard, CPR (adult, 
child, infant) and 1st aid certificates. Wage:  $ 8.40 per hour 
c) Lifeguard:  Lifeguard during pool open hours. 
Certifications:   must have current lifeguard, CPR (adult, child, infant) and 1st aid 
certificates. Wage:  $ 7.25 - $ 7.85 per hour 
d) Water Safety Instructor:  Teach current Red Cross “Learn to 

Swim” swimming methods for swimming lessons. 
Certifications:  must have current Water Safety Instructor, lifeguard, CPR (adult, 
child, infant) and 1st aid certificates. Wage:  $ 7.75 - $ 8.35 per hour 

 
 
E)  Kid’s Fitness Instructors: Duties include instruction in fitness activities with 
emphasize developing motor skills through tumbling and games.  The Kid’s Fitness 
program is held early evening at the Municipal Building gym. 
 Certifications:  must have current CPR (adult, child, infant) and 1st aid 
certificates. 
  Wage:  Lead Instructor   $ 8.00 per hour 
               Assistant Instructor $ 7.25 per hour 
 
 



F)  Concession Stand operator: Sell concessions during adult softball league games, 
kickball league games, girl’s softball games, pony league games, T-ball and pitchball 
night games.  Keep concession stand neat and clean.
