Municipal Code 13.11

SMOKING PROHIBITED

Effective July 1, 2010

Smoking prohibited in all enclosed public places, including:

1. Public forms of transportation

2. Theatres, libraries, museums, auditoriums, convention halls

3. Childcare facilities

4. Retail stores

5. Health care facilities

6. Meeting and conference rooms

7. Polling places

8. Lobbies, waiting areas, common areas open to the public

9. Laundry mat

10. Restaurants (inside)

11. City buildings & city vehicles

12. Taverns (inside)

13. Places for lodging including Bed & Breakfast establishments

14. School property

Smoking prohibited in places of employment:

1. No smoking in places of employment except that an employer can establish an outdoor area for smoking (75% of all entrances must be smoke free).

Smoking in the outdoors prohibited:

1. Near designated smoke-free entrances at places of employment
2. Near open windows at places of employment
3. Near intake of ventilation systems at places of employment
4. At least 15 feet away from any bleachers, seating areas, concession stands at public parks

Smoking is permitted in the following areas:

1. Private residences & vehicles

2. Outdoors (sidewalks, parking lots, beer gardens, etc.) as long as there is no violation of the above

Signage required by law:

1. No smoking signs must be posted inside every public place and place of employment and at
at every entrance
2. Signs must reference Darlington Municipal Code 13.11

3. Signs must be at least 8 1/2 x 11

4. If the operators of a public place or place of employment choose to retain a “smoking allowed” entrance as permitted above, then they must post a sign stating smoking is allowed at that particular entrance.
